
WEST VIRGINIA CHAOS

PLAYER’S CONTRACT AND ATHLETIC WAIVER AND LIABILITY RELEASE

Read Before Signing 
Players participating on the WV Chaos teams are exercising a privilege afforded to them 

by WV Chaos in pursuit of local, state, regional, and national recognition as youth soccer 

players.  These players must exhibit the mental maturity to be successful in this pursuit.  

In exchange for this privilege, they and their parent/guardian, if the player is under the 

age of eighteen, acknowledge that the following program rules, guidelines, fee payments, 

release agreements, as well as the rules, guidelines, bylaws, and regulations of the West 

Virginia Soccer Association, US Youth Soccer, US Club Soccer, and United State Soccer 

Federation, shall apply in all activities within the WV Chaos Program. 

GENERAL GUIDELINES 
Players are expected to conduct themselves at all times in a manner which is in keeping 

with representing WV Chaos and will not bring discredit upon the club. 

When traveling with the WV Chaos team, each player is expected to dress appropriately 

as befits representing the WV Chaos or as directed by the WV Chaos Board of Directors, 

Director of Coaching, or Team Coach. 

Respect for property, adherence to rules as specified herein or by WV Chaos, and 

observance of all state and federal laws are required for participation in this program. 

PROGRAM RULES 
Substance abuse and/or possession thereof (drugs, alcohol, tobacco, etc ) is cause for 

immediate suspension from the program for the remainder of the current season and 

could affect a player’s future participation.  It is the player’s responsibility to prevent 

situations from occurring and avoiding situations that occur.  Players should not allow 

anyone, including their roommates, to bring these substances into their rooms or within 

access.  They should leave anytime substances are present.  If situations occur during 

travel events, they should report to their coach or the appropriate chaperone.  Players 

must take total responsibility for their actions. 

Persistent irresponsible and disrespectful behavior is cause for suspension from the 

program for the remainder of the current season and could affect a player’s future 

participation in the program. 

Destruction of property and violation of state and federal laws is cause for suspension 

from the program for the remainder of the current season and could affect a player’s 

future participation in the program. 

Failure to comply with any and all team rules ( curfew, attendance, dress code, schedules, 

etc ) as set by the WV Chaos Board of Directors, Director of Coaching, or Coaches will 

result in loss of playing time.  Persistent failure will be cause for shuspension from the 

program for the remainder of the current season and could affect a player’s future 

participation in the program. 

The following violations will result in the following ramifications: 

1. Players arriving late to practices or games will result in loss of playing time 

2. Non-appearance at practices and games will result in loss of playing time 

3. Non-appearance at practices and games without notifying the coach may result in 

team suspension 

4. Repeated violations may result in suspension from the team 

5. Fighting shall be grounds for dismissal from the program 

If suspension from the program occurs while traveling, the player will be sent home 

immediately at the parent’s expense by whatever means is the most convenient and 

reasonable for the program administrators.  No reimbursement of fees will be made to the 

suspended player’s family. 

Coaches do not have to accept players’ excuses for missing practices or games.  Advance 

notice is required for missing practices or games.  Suspensions consist of sitting out one 

or more games.  Players sitting out for red cards or team suspension may, at the discretion 

of the coach, be present at the games for which they are suspended.  Ill or injured players 

are to be present at all practices and games, except in the case of serious illness or injury.  

A doctor’s note may need to be provided in case of serious illness or injury. 

Players and their families are to pay program fees by the date specified in the program 

description.  Those families failing to meet the payment schedule will not be able to 

participate in tryouts, practices, games, and any other team events until all fees are paid. 

Each family will be asked to volunteer time during any other major fundraising event put 

on by WV Chaos. 

We, the undersigned, acknowledge that we have read the above, understand same, and 

agree to abide by the above rules and guidelines.  We also agree to accept actions taken 

for failure to abide by these guidelines and rules.
