Parents,

We are moving from the Summer volunteer practice season the the 2008- 2009 Travel Season.  

Trainers:  We are using two trainers because we have two teams on the field and it provides more organization and specialized training.  Each trainer has their own unique approach to training and this provides a great advantage for our players.  They have the oppurtunity to get something from each trainer. Guest players will also have to pay a tournament fee of approximatley $30-$40, 

this will be determined later.  We will have to address to uniform issue in the near future. 

Fundraising:  We have received $500 in donations from local companies.  Kristian has raised $400 by working the smoothie booth in festivals.  Krispy Kreme should pay next Wednesday, Hinton on Saturday, and Walmart on Sunday.  This should pay for a lot of soccer. 

Teams:  Ashleigh and Carlos will determine how we will travel by the end of practice next Thursday Aug 7th.  We have 16 players on the roster and possibly 5 guest players and counting for our first tournament.
